Example; All remaining outside of 125 feet from runway centerline and 20 feet from a taxiway(s) edge.
Do I /we know it is our responsibility to see that our contractor(s) are in possession of an HMA “Contractors Checklist” and to see that they and their sub-contractors comply?   Yes_____       No_____     HMA ACC strongly recommends all Builders place a SB-2 type (Gray)gravel down on all areas of vehicle operations at the very start of constructions.  Doing this saves much dirt and mud cleanup from our roadways and taxiways.
